-quimico, como mostra o trecho: “It may suffice, then, to
say, that the plates of this work have been obtained by the
mere action of light upon sensitive paper. They have been
formed or depicted by optical and chemical means alone,
and without the aid of any one acquainted with the art of
drawing”. Ele também assinala que a fotografia difere em
todos os aspectos do trabalho do artista tradicional, repre-
sentando algo distinto.

No ultimo parégrafo do texto, Henry Fox Talbot afirma que
¢ preciso mais experiéncia para aperfeicoar a pratica da
fotografia, como evidencia o seguinte trecho: “When we
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have learnt more, by experience, respecting the formation
of such pictures, they will doubtless be brought much
nearer to perfection [...]".
